A special meeting of the City Council was held on Saturday, January 8, 2022, at 9:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers in City Hall. Mayor Donker presided.

Wazbinski, Pamela Hall (arrived at 9:03)
Councilmen absent: none

CITY COUNCIL PLANNING SESSION

Department heads provided updates and information on City operations over the course of the
day. Discussions were held on the following areas: Water rate study; Landfill rate study; Barstow
Airport needs and financial challenges; Fire Department organizational study; and Police
Department updates.

Council Member Diane Brown Wilhelm, along with Alysia Christy and Perry Holmon, presented
on the ongoing activities and findings of the We Hear You (WHY) group.

City Attorney Jim Branson presented on medical and recreational marihuana.

Director of Planning and Community Development Grant Murschel and City Engineer Matt Lemon
presented on the need for review and decision on Ashman and Rodd Streets as one or two way
streets in order to provide direction on road design work in downtown Midland and at the Circle
area.

City Council held an open discussion, developing a list of topics for future, more in-depth,
discussion.

Assistant City Manager Dave Keenan outlined the anticipated financial performance of the
organization for the remainder of the year and expected financial position of the City for the FY
2022-2023.

City Manager Brad Kaye provided an overview of the previous years budget directives and
provided a working list of budget-impacted initiatives presented over the course of the day. Mayor
Donker led Council in a conversation in reviewing the FY 2021-2022 goals and further discussing
FY 2022-2023 with budget directives and general directives presented to staff.

The directives presented to staff for the FY 2022-2023 budget were:

x Public services will be maintained at the highest level financially feasible under current
economic and budget conditions.

x $1,100,000 of funding will continue to be budgeted to the Stormwater Fund to be used for
flood response programs and activities.

X $1,000,000 of funding will continue to be budgeted to the Wastewater Fund to be used for
flood response programs and activities.

X Increase the current level of the General Fund unreserved fund balance to $6.5 MM by
transferring $500,000 from the General Fund Budget Stabilization Reserve.

x Increase contributions to the landfill budget by $250,000, with future contributions to be
reviewed and determined following completion of a rate study for landfill operations.

X Increase the Barstow Airport budget in the amount of $350,000 from available American
Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds.

X Reimburse expenses at the Civic Arena for lost revenue due to COVID closings in the amount
of $350,000, utilizing available ARPA funds.

X Reimburse expenses at Riverside Place for lost revenue due to flood closings in the amount of
$400,000 from available ARPA funds.
x Reimburse expenses at Currie Golf Course for lost revenue due to Covid and flood closings
in the amount of $200,00 from available ARPA funds.
X The anticipated maximum millage rate for FY 2022-2023 is 15.14mills, which represents no

increase over the current fiscal year.
X Provided the above measures and directives can be achieved, and provided it can be done
without increasing the millage rate, contribute up to an additional $500,000 towards MERS

unfunded liabilities.

Director of Wastewater Services Jared Driscoll presented regarding the proposed budget
amendment and purchase order related to Concept 5 along with Brian Hannon, Vice President at
Moore + Bruggink. A public hearing opened at 7:39 p.m. John Elsen, 6106 Sturgeon Creek Pkwy
commented on planning and risk assessment for this project. The public hearing closed at 7:42
p.m.

WASTEWATER ENTERPRISE FUND +CONCEPT 5
The following resolution was then offered by Councilman Arnosky and seconded by Councilman
Hall:

WHEREAS, the City of Midland is required to invest $1,031,000 in professional design and
engineering services related to the sewer infrastructure project known as Concept 5; and

WHEREAS, expenditures related to Concept 5 are reimbursable through a State Revolving
Fund (SRF) bond issuance; however, to keep within the SRF timeline, it is necessary to begin
engineering design work prior to the bond issuance; and

WHEREAS, $736,000 in funding is currently available in the 2021-2022 Wastewater Fund
Budget to pay for these expenditures, making it necessary to amend the budget by $295,000 to
provide the complete funding; and

WHEREAS, in accord with Section 11.6 of the Charter of the City of Midland, and after having
given proper legal notice, and having conducted a public hearing at 7:00 p.m. on Monday,
January 10, 2022, in the Council Chambers of City Hall on the proposal to amend the 2021-
2022 Wastewater Enterprise Fund budget to decrease Working Capital by $295,000 and to
increase appropriations by $295,000 for the engineering services for Concept 5 and FDDP
Projects.

RESOLVED, that City Council approves an amendment of the 2021-2022 Wastewater Enterprise
Fund budget to decrease Working Capital by $295,000 and to increase appropriations by
$295,000 for engineering services for Concept 5 and Footing Drain Disconnect projects. (Motion
ADOPTED.)

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES *zCONCEPT 5

WHEREAS, On March 8, 2021, City Council approved Concept 5 at the regularly scheduled
council meeting and directed City Staff to return with a Footing Drain Disconnect Program

WHEREAS, it is critical for M + B and any associated partners to begin design of all of the
remaining elements of the Concept 5 Sewer improvements; and

WHEREAS, the scope of services in this proposal will complete the design of Concept 5 to
include all large linear sewer improvements as well as the design of the Priority 1 Footing Drain
Disconnection Program neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, funding is available for this purpose in the Wastewater Fund 2021/22 budget; now
therefore

RESOLVED, that a purchase order is hereby authorized to Moore + Bruggink for professional
services in the amount of $1,031,000 for Concept 5 and Footing Drain Disconnect programs.

What is a Low Income Housing Tax Credit Development?

The Low Income Housing TaRredit (LIHTC) program was created by the Tax Reform Act of 1686

What is a Payment in Lieu of Taxesand how does it work?
A Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) for a LIHTC development isgneed fee that is paid annually to the
taxing authority instead of ad valorem property taxes. For this proposal, the City is the taxing authority that has
jurisdiction to grant a PILOT.
The annual fee is based on the following formula:
(Rent capacity- tenant feestactual vacanciesteligible utility costs) x the PILOT rate
The PILOT rate cabe between 411% The fee is fixed for a certain term (usually betweent20 years)

The revenues resulting from the annual fee is distributed by thedGitl taxing jurisdictions on a prata basis,
based on the combined millage rates at that time.

Why do LIHTC developmentsrequire a PILOT?

A PILOT, instead of ad valorem property taxes, is required by MSHDA in order for the project to be
underwritten. Determining a PILOT rate, which is fixed to rent capacity rather than millage fluctuations, for a
specified term is critical to creating a sustainable financing model for the development.

Are there other LIHTC/PILOT developments within the City?
From1979 to 2021the City Council has appved 20PILOTs forLIHTC developments totaling 5Afits.
