Step One: Download Adobe Digital Editions Software 
(you only need to do this once per computer)
Visit the Adobe webpage

http://www.adobe.com

Step Two: Check out Library eBooks 

Click “Download” to begin. 
Follow the installation instructions. 
-You will be prompted to authorize 
your computer with an Adobe ID. If 
you don’t already have one, you can 
follow the link to create a free account.

Plug the Nook into your computer using its cable. 
Click All Items under Bookshelves.   

Return your eBook before the due date

On your computer, launch Adobe Digital Editions.  
(No need to connect your device)

1. Right click your mouse while hovering over the book. 
(or control-click for Mac)

2. Select  Return Borrowed Item. 
3. Delete the title on your device

Right click and choose 
Return Borrowed Item

In the Library View: 

On your Nook
Look for the borrowed eBook 
in “Library” then
“My Files” and for some 
versions of the Nook look in 
the folder called
“Digital Editions.”
